Spring 2012 Call-up Rules & Player Permission and Release Form
Rules

1. Call-ups can only be chosen from a list provided by the Division Director made up of players who are age eligible for that division their next year in the league.  
· 6 yr olds (dob 5/1/05-4/30/06) can play in AAA
· 8 yr olds (dob 5/1/03-4/30/01) can play in the Minors
· 10 year olds (dob 5/1/01-4/30/02) can play in Majors 11
· 11 year olds (dob 5/1/00-4/30/01) can play in Majors 12

· 12 year olds (dob 5/1/99-4/30/00) can play in Pony

The players must be alternated and the same player may not be used every time.

2. Call-up players are available to ensure that teams have enough players field a team, not to improve the team

3. Call-ups cannot play in a call-up game when their own Rec team has a game scheduled at the same time.

4. Call-up players must bat last in the line up and play defensively in the outfield only.

5. Call-up players may not pitch or catch, under any circumstance. There will be no exceptions to this rule.

6. Call-ups must be available to play the entire game.

7. A signed waiver must be on file with the league in order for the player to be called up.  Players with no waivers are not eligible to play as a call up

8. Call-up players must be used if they are called up.  See Playoff exception to this rule in #13.
9. Call-ups are not allowed to play more innings defensively than a regular roster player. However, they must play at least three defensive outs.

10. Call-ups should be called in advance and only if the manager is fairly confident that they will have not have the minimum number of players required for their division or fewer.  A Call-up player called in advance can be an extra player in the regular season.

11. If a call-up player called in advance shows up and the team unexpectedly has 10 of its own players available, the call-up must still play.  See Playoff exception to this rule in #13.
12. Call-ups should not be asked to join a team when the team is already at the field if the team already has enough players to field a team as required in their division.  Call-up players asked to join the team at the field should not play for the team if enough of its own players eventually show up for the game.

13. Call-ups can be used in the play-offs, but cannot be used in the Championship Game in the Minors, Majors and Pony’s. The only exception is with the division Directors and the Executive Boards approval.  In the playoffs,  If a player is called up for a playoff game and the team has enough of their own players to field a team as per the division rules, the call up is not to be used.
